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Wildlife in Mexico
Jaime Rojo was trained in the fascinating concept of wilderness
in Spain. When he first got to Mexico, he realized he couldn't
leave without exploring and advocating for the country’s
numerous natural habitats, which, while they often feature
in environmental posturing are undervalued. Five years have
passed since Jaime left Europe to join Sierra Madre, the
organization that, together with Unidos por la Conservacion,
strives to ‘rewildernize” Mexico and Latin America.

Mexico ranks fifth in cultural and wildlife diversity
worldwide. “Some major steps have been taken over the last
ten years, but we need to change the view that wildlife is

something that excludes people. Mexico has everything it
needs to play a leading role in changing this view throughout
the region.”

Although this topic is very much in vogue, “green” is not just
a buzzword that Jaime advertises with bracelets and stickers.
He believes in teaching by example: he has four trash cans at
home, to separate rubbish correctly (even if the trash collector
ends up mixing it all together); uses a cloth bag at the
supermarket (packers give him funny looks when he turns
down the plastic ones) and rides a bicycle through the hectic
Mexico City streets. “These tasks can make a difference in the
long run and lead to a true environmental culture,” he points
out with his tireless zeal for bringing about change.
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
